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NATIONAL CADET CORPS

OVERVIEW

NCC stands for National Cadet Corps. NCC was founded in 1666 in Germany. Based on the
recommendation of the Pandit H. N. Kunzru Committee, National Cadet Corps came into
existence on 16 July 1948, under the XXXI Act of 1948, which was later passed in April, 1948. The
National Cadet Corps has its Head Quarters at New Delhi. NCC was started with the strength of
38,500 Boys Cadets. The National Cadet Corps in India is a Tri-Service Organization which recruits
cadets from high schools, colleges and Universities all over India.

In the initial stages, NCC was confined mainly to the urban areas. Today, NCC has spread to every
corner of the country, having more than 13 lakhs Cadets. The Cadets are given basic military
training in small arms and parade. It is open to school and college students on voluntary basis. NCC
with the Motto of "Unity and Discipline" has the basic aim of developing the character qualities in
the youth to make them good citizens of the society and worthy leaders of the future in every
walk of life.

ORGANISATONAL STRUCTURE

NCC has 17 Directorates, 95 Group Headquarters, 814 Units (684 Army Wing Units, 69 Naval
Wing Units and 61 Air Wing Units) spread over 586 Districts in the country, covering 6985 schools
and 5159 colleges.
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The NCC is staffed by -

e Armed Forces Officers

e Junior and Non-Commissioned Officers of the Defence Forces
Whole Time Lady Officers
Associate NCC Officers i.e. college professors and school teachers.

For Training of the Staff, it has an Officers Training Academy at Kamptee and Women Officers
Training Academy at Gwalior. The Central Advisory Committee is headed by the Defence Minister
and the State Advisory Committee gives impetus to the activities in NCC.

e 9 MP Battalion Armed Unit has been started in our Institute in August 2013. The credit of this
start goes to the Former Director of the Institute, Prof. S.S. Bhadauria, with whose sincere
efforts NCC came into effect in the college.

e The Associate NCC Officer (ANO) of the Institute is Lt. Dr. Manish Jaiswal who has been serving
consistently for NCC SGSITS right from the start. He got the rank of Lieutenant by attending the
very tough training of 3 Months at OTA, Kamptee. Cadet Nehru Dawar, our First Senior Under
Officer, held the responsibility to coordinate & manage NCC in our college.

e The Institution was allotted total 106 cadets (SD & SW) in which there are now 36 cadets
enrolled as per the rules. The cadets are given B and C level certificates as per their
performances.

e The recruitment of Senior Wing commenced in 2014.

NCC AS AN ELECTIVE SUBJECT,

The National Cadet Corps (NCC) won't remain an Extra-Curricular Activity as
atleast 91 universities across the country have adopted it. The University
Grants Commission (UGC) had written to Vice-Chancellors of all Universities on
15 April 2021 for introduction of NCC as General Elective Credit Course (GECC)
in response to the proposal mooted by the Directorate General of National
Cadet Corps, New Delhi.

BENEFITS

This will offer a major advantage to the Cadets, especially those appearing in B
and C Certificate Examinations which are awarded after stipulated training
period. The proposal aims to make learning more holistic and skill-oriented to
eventually facilitating career prospects. Pertinently, on successful completion
of the course, the students are awarded credit points which will enable them
to qualify for their respective degree.

CREDITS AND SYLLABUS

The NCC syllabus for B and C Certificates is designed as per the Choice Based
Credit System (CBCS) of National Education Programme (NEP) 2020 which
grants twenty-four credit points covering six semesters out of which a student
can accrue four credits in the first two semesters and ten credits in the 3" and
4™ semester and similarly ten credits in the 5 and 6™ semester.

NOTE- NCC elective subject is offered to only those colleges which have NCC
sub units and can be opted only by NCC cadets.

CAMPS OF NCC

NCC conducts over 1450 camps annually on a regular basis as a part of its training. The Camps help
the cadets to develop teamwork, leadership qualities, self-confidence, self-reliance and dignity of
labour. Each NCC Camp is structured for approximately 400 — 600 cadets with Instructional Staff.
The various types of camps conducted by the NCC are as follows:-

1. Annual Training Camps/ Combined Annual Training Camps (ATC/CATC)

CATC is a ten-days camp in which Drill, Map Reading, Physical Training, Battle Craft & Field Craft,
Firing, Traffic Rules, First Aid are taught. Every NCC cadet from school or college has to attend
atleast one such Camp to be eligible for NCC ‘B’ or ‘C’ certificate exams.
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2. Centrally Organized Camps (COC)

These camps are conducted at All India Level, as their attendees come from all over the country.
The following types of Centrally Organized Camps are conducted: —

e Thal Sainik Camp (TSC)

The TSCis a 12-days camp conducted in Parade Ground, Delhi. Its main aim is to produce more
and more perfect cadets who will be able to represent their Group, Contingent and Directorates in
Inter-NCC Competitions.

¢ National Integration Camps (NIC)/Special National Integration Camps (SNIC)

National Integration Camps are conducted on all India basis which help bridge the cultural gap and
value the rich heritage, despite the diverse languages, traditions and religions of our country.

37 National Integration Camps are conducted every year. In addition, six Special NICs are
conducted in the extremities of our country at:-

e Leh/Srinagar (J&K)

e Dimapur (North Eastern Region)

e Peddapuram (Kakinada)

e Badabagh (Jaisalmer)

e Lakshadweep

e Port Blair




¢ Leadership Camps /Advance Leadership Camps (ALC)

The Advanced Leadership Camp is a 10-Days Camp organized every year, aims at
inculcating Leadership traits of teamwork, motivation, goal-setting and decision-making
skills amongst cadets for induction into the Armed Forces.

¢ Nau Sainik Camp (NSC)

NSC camp is conducted annually only for cadets of NCC Naval Wing. Boat pulling regatta and
sailing competitions are the main activities of this camp.




¢ Vayu Sainik Camp

VSC is most prestigious camp only for Air Wing Cadets. The VSC is the pinnacle Aeronautic
Training Centre in NCC and is designed to bare the cadets to a strenuous military life. They are
trained in aviation disciplines such as chopper Ml 17 flying, microlight flying, aero modeling etc.

3. Annual Republic Day Camp (RDC)

NCC Republic Day Camp is the culmination of all NCC training activities .The Annual Camp is held
at Garrison Parade Ground, Delhi Cantt every year from 01 Jan to 29 Jan. A decided set of selected
NCC cadets from all States and Union Territories attend the camp. The camp portrays a reflection
of ‘Mini India’.

4. Army Attachment Camp (AAC)

These camps are conducted by the NCC in collaboration with Indian Army, as the willing cadets are
attached to the specific regiments undergoing the training period of 10-15 days. Cadets of all
Wings go through a period of attachment with respective services of the Armed Forces as follows:

e Army Units.

e Indian Military Academy/Officers Training Academy.
e Military Hospital Attachment.

e Air Force Academy.

e Indian Naval Academy.

e Various Air Force Stations.

5. Youth Exchange Program (YEP)

Youth Exchange Program is a country to country exchange of cadets belonging to NCC/Equivalent
Government/Youth Organizations of friendly countries. They participate in activities of the host
country to create an increased awareness and appreciation of each other’s socio-economic and
cultural realities. More than 100 cadets proceed abroad on YEP annually.

6. Adventure Based Learning

Adventure is the life blood of youth. Adventure training in the NCC provides knowledge to cadets
of the topography as well as experience of different weather conditions and adventurous living
under camp conditions.

e Hiking And Trekking Camps

NCC has been conducting two mountaineering expeditions every year, one each for the SW and SD
cadets. The aim of the trek is to inculcate a spirit of adventure, instill self-confidence, foster
camaraderie and encourage National Integration amongst the NCC cadets.




e Paratroopers Camp

The Para Basic Course is held twice in a year in the months of September and November. Each
camp has got 40 reserved vacancies for NCC cadets — 20 for SWs (girls) and 20 for SDs (boys).

CAMPUS ACTIVITIES

SGSITS NCC unit organizes various Campus level Activities repeatedly, such as-

1. Guard of Honor & Piloting

Our Cadets perform Gaurd of Honour to pay respect to the Cheif Guests and our nation on
Republic Day. It reflects the Passion of the cadets for their nation and Unity amongst each other.

On the occasion of Republic Day and Independence Day cadets escort the Chief Guest through the
entire programme in the most humble and
disciplined way.







2. Piping Ceremony

NCC SGSITS organizes the Piping Ceremony every year for confering Honorary Ranks to carry
the legacy forward. In this Investiture Ceremony, the ranks are given by ANO Lt. Dr. Manish

Jaiswal.

3. Republic Day Parade

On every Republic Day, Cadets in their full uniform and with all the pomp take part in Parade and
Guard of Honor in front of the Director’s Office.







4. Induction Programme

NCC SGSITS conducts its Session every year in the Induction for the fresh newbies in which we
introduce them with NCC. Also queries are cleared if raised, making it Two-way Interative Session.
Last year also we successfully conducted Online Induction Session in the ongoing pandemic
through Webex Platform.

5. Recruitment

e Written test- This is a Screening Test, this test includes questions to examine applicant’s
General Intelligence and Awareness. It also has questions based on NCC and Indian Armed
Forces.

e Physical test- This Test is conducted to see whether applicant is physically capable of enduring
the training. This test is a battery of physical exercises containing pushups, endurance run, etc.

e Personal Interview (PI) - The shortlisted candidates are called in for an Interview. Interview
comprises of question to check candidate's Personality and Psyche, and to find out whether he
or she is Mentally Fit for the further training.




6. Tree Plantation

Trees have greatly contributed for mankind. Plantation Drive is conducted every year on
World Environment Day and on other suitable occasions frequently by our cadets.

7. Swachh Bharat Abhiyan

To support the “Swachh Bharat” campaign the NCC cadets once in a while work for the waste
management and cleanliness of the Campus.




8. Blood Donation

Various cadets of NCC SGSITS volunteered to donate their blood for the service of people. The
cadets aimed on spreading awareness amongst the crowd that 'Blood Donation is not just about
giving blood but, it is an act of kindness that saves the life of hundreds of people’.

9. Initiative Against COVID-19

NCC SGSITS came up with an initiative of resource sharing for the people affected by COVID-19.

e We tried our level best to provide verified resources to those in need through our Insta Handle.

e Our Cadets volunteered in Plasma Donation and asked others to do the same.

e Also, our cadets volunteered in RajWada, Indore to request people to wear masks and make
them aware about its importance.




10. International Yoga Day Celebration

A Webinar was organized under the guidance of Lt. Dr. Manish Jaiswal Sir, with a view to make
students aware about yoga and to celebrate the International Yoga Day. On 21° June, NCC SGSITS
conducted Online Yoga Workshop in collaboration with Kaya Kalp and Sahaj Yoga.
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11. Social Awareness Targeting Webinars

NCC SGSITS took a major step to spread awareness amongst the youth even in the pandemic. They

were well aware of their responsibilities and did everything in their power.

Participants gave
speech on various topics - Save Environment, Save Flora and Fauna etc. which focused on the
ceaseless threat of putting environment into an alarming condition. They influenced the
listeners to approach for sustainable development.

o NCCSGSITS with the support of NSS-SGSITS successfully conducted two-days workshop on
Renaissance of Social Awareness which grabbed 690+ registration and huge participation from
all over the country.

12. Volunteer-ship

7. Examinations

* B certificate

After two years of training, several sessions by Pl staff posted at battalion and attending two
annual camps, cadets are eligible for B certificate exam. The exams comprises of Practical Test and
Theory Paper. Practical exam consists of Drill Test, Weapon Training Test and other Army Specific
Subject Tests. And the theory paper is based on the common subjects like History and Structure
of NCC and Indian Armed Forces, National Integration, Social Awareness, Environment, Drill, etc.

The final examination of C certificate is held after three year of training and is same as B certificate
exam, consisting of two papers, i.e. Theory and Practical.
